Purpose of the Committee: The Engineering Senior Class Campaign Committee is a 

student run organization housed within the UCLA Engineering Office of External Affairs. 
Composed of engineering students from all departments and all academic years, committee
members manage the Engineering Senior Class Campaign, comprised of two 
Engineering traditions: the Senior Dinner and the Senior Gift. The committee is responsible
for educating undergraduate engineering students on the campaign. They raise funds from

the Class of 2011 to purchase a senior gift and encourage participation in the Senior Dinner.
Members will gain professional and leadership experience in the areas of 
non-profit development, project management, team building, marketing and 
public relations. 


Campaign Objectives:
· Build awareness among current undergraduate engineering 

students about the UCLA Engineering Senior Gift and 

Senior Dinner 
· Establish relationships with undergraduate engineering students to encourage participation in the Senior Dinner and donations to the Senior Gift
· Promote the tradition of giving back to UCLA Engineering by raising funds for a gift to be donated by the Class of 2011
· Instill a sense of gratitude for UCLA Engineering that will eventually lead to annual giving
· Leave a legacy for future engineering Bruins 

Expectations of Membership: Members of the ESCC Committee are expected to take an active role in the 


organization by: 

· Attending all general meetings (Tuesdays @ 7:00 p.m.)
· Attending all Executive Meetings (TBD)

· Tabling weekly for the Senior Gift and Senior Dinner 
· Participating and staffing all major ESCC events 
· Representing the organization positively and actively encouraging engineering undergraduate student participation in the campaign 
Events: Major events every member of the ESCC is expected to attend include:
1. Engineering Senior Class Campaign Kickoff  (April 7th- Tentative )
2. Thank UCLA Day (May 18th)

3. Engineering Senior Donor Reception (May 27th)

4. Engineering Senior Dinner (May 27th) 

Committee Descriptions: 
Executive Board
1. External Chair – Work closely with the advisor to guide the mission of the group, serving as an official representative of the campaign at department and campus events. Responsible for recruiting and retaining committee members, managing committee budget with advisor, and encouraging participation in selection of a Senior Gift and execution of the Senior Dinner. Presents official check to Dean Dhir at the Senior Dinner.  Works with Internal Chair to develop meeting agendas and opportunities for promotion. 
2. Internal Chair – Work closely with the Chair to support committee efforts, manage committee calendar, develop and distribute committee agendas, take attendance and minutes at meetings.  Responsible for developing voting process / survey questions for Senior Gift and selection process with other committee members. Oversee tabling responsibilities are being met by all Executive Committee members and Campaign Ambassadors, in conjunction with External Chair.  
Executive Committee 
3. Director of Events – Direct, develop and oversee the ESCC event timelines and projects for event preparation and execution. Ensure budget is being met. Coordinate event efforts with Marketing and Public Relations, Donor Relations and Sponsorship Directors.  Ensure all ESCC events are adequately staffed by ESCC committee members and recruit volunteers with other committee members if necessary. Primary liaison with event vendors. 
4. Director of Marketing & Public Relations – Direct, develop and manage marketing collateral for campaign and all events. Ensure budget is being met.  Responsible for promoting Senior Dinner and Senior Gift on Facebook and other outlets, review campaign website and make suggestions on how to improve. Work with committee to develop promotional materials for campaign. Identify when committee should have a presence at other student group events. Primary liaison with marketing promotions vendors.
5. Director of Donor Relations – Direct, develop and manage strategies to solicit gifts from engineering seniors via tabling and during ESCC events, including ideas for stewardship and donor recognition.  Coordinate ring measurements and end-of-the-year video compilation for Senior Dinner. Ensure all incoming gifts are adequately processed and donors recognized. Work with Chairs to update committee on fundraising progress and needs to meet goal. 
6. Director of Sponsorship – Direct, develop and manage the identification of companies or local vendors to secure sponsorships and vendor goods at all ESCC major events. Establish deadlines and write proposals for sponsorships. Recruit Executive Board, Committee and Campaign Ambassadors for support when necessary. 
Campaign Ambassadors

 Ambassadors help in the execution of respective areas of the campaign. They are responsible for actively promoting the campaign and all ESCC events and must meet the following minimum requirements if interested in applying: 

1. Attend all general meetings

2. Table for ESCC at least 1.5 hours per week

3. Staff at least one ESCC event
